ORDERED that the parties' remain bound by the September 28, 2001, Scheduling Order
and are expected to comply fully with its terms; and it is further

ORDERED that the parties shall submit to the Court, not later than February 8, 2002, as
described during the January 7, 2002, hearing, a Joint Statement of Undisputed and Disputed

Facts; and it is further

'For purposes of this Order, the term "parties" refers to Defendant Microsoft and those
states which have chosen not to enter into a settlement agreement with Microsoft.
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ORDERED that the parties shall submit to the Court, not later than February 13, 2002, a
Joint Status Report which addresses the nature and length of the remedial phase evidentiary
hearing.
